If you will learn the new material every day, and practice recall, you will find it easier to listen, read, learn, and take exams.  This approach will win you the battle over test anxiety, and allow you to master the subject.  You should be able to write understandably what you have learned, and be able to explain it clearly and completely to someone else.  This takes practice, but you will be rewarded for it.
