
McAfee Tutorial 
 
This is a tutorial for McAfee 11.2 
 
Get McAfee 11.2 (it is provided for free to all students of Harding). Run the installer, it 
will open the window seen below, click ‘Next’. 
 

 
 
Accept the license agreement by clicking ‘Accept’. 
 



 
 
Select the ‘Complete’ installation option then click ‘Next’. 
 



 
 
The next window allows for you to have McAfee’s Site Advisor, this isn’t necessary but 
is a nice extra layer of protection for your computer, click ‘Next’. 
 



 
 
The next screen is a quick scan before installation continues, it is checking to see if you 
have a virus on your computer that would prevent installation to complete successfully. 
 



 
 
The next screen is the actual installation of McAfee. 
 



 
 
When installation completes a ‘Next’ button will appear, click ‘Next’. 
 



 
 
Now you can choose to create a desktop icon for McAfee, click ‘Next’. 
 



 
 
When this is complete click ‘Finish’. 
 



 
 
Installation is now done, you can now begin using McAfee. The next screen is the main 
menu for McAfee. There are two main functions we will use, ‘Update’ and ‘Scan’.  
 



 
 
If you click ‘Update’ you will see the screen below.  
 



 
 
When you get the screen shown above you have already clicked ‘Update’, and McAfee 
starts updating in the background.  
 



 
 
The progress window shown above shows that your computer is updating your virus 
definitions. When updates finish it tells you that you are up to date, (the text next to the 
giant checkmark). 
 



 
 
Click scan to begin scanning your computer. 
 



 
 
When your scan completes it will give you a summary of what it found.  
 



 
 
If something is found use the options provided to clean, quarantine or delete detected 
files. If nothing is found or you have dealt with all found problems click ‘Finish’.
