
Spybot from Install to Cleanup 
  
Download Spybot S&D (Search and Destroy) 

Note: make sure you download Spybot S&D and not something named similar/misspelled 
because spyware often does this to get on your computer. 
One site where this program is available: http://www.spybot.com/en/download/index.html 
  
  

Run Installer – you should see the picture below 
  

                             
  
Choose the language you would like the program to use, for the purpose of this we will use English. 
  
Now step screen by screen through the install, use the pictures below for guidance. 
  

 
  
Click ‘Next’ to begin installation process, it is above circled in red. 
  
The next screen is the EULA (End User License Agreement) if you’ve never read through one you 
should just so you understand what you’ re agreeing to, most EULA’s are the same for the most part. 
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You must click ‘I accept the agreement’, circled in blue, then click the ‘Next’ button, circled in red. 
  

 
  
Now we must choose a place for the installer to put Spybot, if you don’t know much about computers 
leaving the path as it is suggested is fine, if you know you need/want to put it somewhere else then 
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change the path here. 
  

 
  
Click Next. 
  
Now it is time to select what components to install, a full installation is recommended but you don’t 
have to install any parts you don’t want/don’t need, if you don’t care just use the default. 
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I would recommend to not use the option to ‘Download updates immediately’ as this does not work well 
nor does it work like the updates we will cover later. When you have the choices you want click ‘Next’. 
  
Next you can change the name of the program that will appear in the start menu or opt to not have it 
place it any new files in the start menu at all. 
Note: changing the name or opting to not create them has no bearing on the program or its effectiveness, 
just on the ease of locating the program later. 
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Click ‘Next’ when you are ready to continue. 
  
Now we are choosing additional features to use/install. Desktop is standard, Quick Launch is an extra 
process and is not necessary (and I recommend against it). If you use IE then the SDHelper is good to 
install, I would not use TeaTimer as it is redundant if you have the newest McAfee and just annoying in 
its own regard. (It does its job by prompting you at any little change, very annoying). 
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When you have the settings you would like click ‘Next’ 
  
The next page is a summary of the settings you have just set which you can review if you wish. 
  

 
  
When you are satisfied with your settings click ‘ Install’ . 
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Next is the installer screen. 
  

 
  
When it is done installing click ‘Next’ if required otherwise your screen should look like below. 
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Click ‘Finish’  to start the program. 
  
The first screen is of ‘Legal Stuff’ as they put it giving you a warning that some programs might not 
work if you uninstall the spyware on your system, which is true but an acceptable loss. 
  

                         
  
Next is the initial run screen, we will not do much with this as it is a 1 time thing. 
  

 
  
You can create a backup of your registry, this is a generally good idea but very rarely will this actually 
have been helpful. 
  
The screen on the left is the initial run screen with the screen on the right as the normal start up screen. 
If you trust me then just click through the screen on the left quickly by clicking next until step 7 of 7. If 
not feel free to read through your options but most of them are not necessary or are not helpful for what 
you will be doing. 
  
Spybot gives you a tutorial and a help file you can reference if you don’t find your answer in this 
tutorial.  
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I would advise just clicking ‘Start using the program’ here. 
  
Now we are at the normal start screen. You have the 3 most common options in the main part of the 
screen and all your options in the left hand side of the screen. (Some options appear in both places) 
  

 
  
First we will click on ‘Search for Updates’  or just ‘Update’  they do the same thing. 
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If you have never updated you will get a list similar to what is seen below, if you have your list will be 
much shorter or you will see a message telling you that you are up to date. 
  

 
  
To quickly select updates right click in the white area of the window as shown. ‘Select All’ is simple 
and easy and won’t hurt your computer, you will just have extra language packs and skins for spybot.  
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Next Click the button in between ‘Search for Updates’ and ‘Download Updates’ it is the only one with 
an arrow pointing down beside it. Now choose a server to download updates from. 
Note: The servers closer to where you are (in the same country) are generally faster. Don’t be afraid if 
your server you used last time isn’t in the list, these are free servers hosting and sometimes one or more 
goes down or stops hosting the files. 
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Once you have your server chosen click the ‘Download Updates’ button. A progress window will appear 
as shown. 
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Also notice above that when an update completes its download successfully it gets a green check, 
updates waiting to be downloaded have a question mark, and updates with an error have an exclamation 
point. Don’t worry about the exclamation point (bad checksum errors) just do updates again and choose 
a different server, you might have to try several but you should find one that is good. 
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When some updates finish a black window (seen above) will appear, it is installing your updates and 
will restart spybot when it is done. 
  
When you have finished updating your computer you should see ‘No newer updates available’. 
Congratulations you have fully updated Spybot. 
  

 
  
Next we will ‘Immunize’ our computer, which is blocking certain known programs for infecting your 
computer. Click the ‘Immunize’ button on the left. Your screen will then look like the picture below. 
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Spybot will tell you if you have any products not blocked that you can block. Click the immunize button 
with the green cross by it. 
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When all known products are block you will get a message telling you so. Click check again if it 
finishes immunizing but doesn’t pop up the message to verify. 
  
Now we are ready to scan our computer. Click the ‘Search & Destroy’ button on the left. 
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A scan should start when you clicked the ‘Search & Destroy’ button if it doesn’t click the check for 
problems button which is replaced by the ‘Stop check’ button if a scan is running. 
  
When finished if it found anything it will list it as seen below. 
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Click the ‘Fix selected problems’ button, it will ask if you are sure. Click yes. 
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If it can remove everything it will tell you so as below. 
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If not it will request to be able to run on startup, I would suggest allowing it to do this.  
  
If you run it and it doesn’t find anything it will give you a little check saying it found nothing.
