Job Description:  Prepare and teach 15-30 classes of children and adults per week.  Perform all the duties associated with teaching.  Maintain an appropriate professional demeanor in dealing with students, parents, other staff, and the community.  Salary:  Starts at Yen 250,000 per month.  

Qualities necessary for this position:


Time-management skills (self-discipline)

Every day, the schedule is different.  Classes are different lengths, depending on the ages.  There are gaps between classes, etc.  You have to schedule your daily tasks around your work day.  Even though each day is different, a schedule for a week is basically the same as the next and previous weeks.  Some adult students have been in our school for over 10 years.

 Professionalism

Do what is expected of you.  Ask for help or clarification when needed.  Prepare for classes.  Present yourself to other staff, the public and to your students and their parents in an appropriate manner.  Use your strengths and improve your weak areas.  Occasionally offer to do a little something extra.


 Teaching skills

Even though students meet only once a week, they expect to make progress in their English ability.  What happens in the classroom does make a difference.


Willingness to work as a team player

Be willing to help and be helped.  One plus one can equal more than two if we really want it to.

Responsibility and motivation

After the school chooses to hire you, each student must choose to stay in your class if you are to be successful.  If students start to leave your class, it affects the whole school as their siblings are likely in other classes and word of mouth is extremely powerful here.  You must feel a sense of responsibility for causing students to want to remain in your class.  This is a big responsibility, but this job is not hard if you try to follow instructions and have a good time.

Flexibility


 One of the first things you will notice about Japan is that it is not like where you came from. This can be wonderful and fascinating, or irritating, depending on you. The people you are used to seeing are not here, either.  You should learn about, and expect to have, culture shock and you should expect to get over it. Besides the culture, this job also requires flexibility.  Classes and students are added and dropped throughout the year.  Students, especially children, change with the seasons.  Co-workers might have moods.

Punctuality

 Do not make students or other teachers wait for you.  Be 10 minutes early to class to greet those who come early.
