Hello again! I hope everything is going well with you this New Year. I have greatly enjoyed the time I have had this break to be around my friends and family once again.


Last summer with your help in prayers and financial assistance I was able to join a missionary campaign to the South Island of New Zealand. I have included a brief report of that trip in the envelope. With your help we were able to accomplish good work for the churches there.


Something that I have begun to notice when I read the Bible is that Paul has a continuing interest in the churches he worked with.

Our leader Coach Karly Bailey has asked last year’s team to return with him and all wanted to, but only four were able including me. Having returning members is a great help to the preparation of the entire team. We already have our foot in the door so we know the people we will be working with and the lifestyle of the country.


It has been a great blessing to my life to have gone on this campaign. I have learned many things about life. I have an insight as to how Paul and other missionaries feel about their work. I have a strong desire to go back and see the ones who became Christians, encourage them and be encouraged by them. I am asking you my family and friends to help me, and to pray for me in this effort.


To go on this campaign I have to raise $2,300 by March. In order not to be a burden, I am trying to put much of my own finances in to this trip as possible. I have already been able to put in $400. However, I still need to raise $1,900. The money that I raise goes to cover my flight tickets, housing, and food. I would greatly appreciate any financial assistance you could offer, but would even more appreciate your prayers that the campaign will be successful.
