1. Hand out supplies, assignments, and tests to a 

 group of students. 

2. Assist with grades, attendance, reports, and/or  

  information on records. 

3. Assist with securing materials for instruction  

  (equipment, library books, and materials). 

4. Assist with and/or use audio-visual equipment. 

5. Assist a student with seatwork. 

6. Assist a special education student with a project 

  or seatwork. 

7. Evaluate or grade homework performance/tests. 

8. Construct an education display or learning  

  device: bulletin board, model, game, etc. 

9. Tutor a student or a small group of students. 

10. Attend and/or assist with an extracurricular 

  activity (play, PTA, athletics, faculty   

  meeting, etc.). 

11. Teach two or more lessons.
