James Q. Wilson Gets the Last Word:

“Finally, Americans differ in the extent to which we like federal as opposed to local decisions. When people are asked which level of government gives them the most for their money, relatively poor citizens are likely to mention the federal government first, whereas relatively well-to-do citizens are more likely to mention local government. If we add to income other measures of social diversity-race, religion, and region-there emerge even sharper differences of opinion about which level of government works best.
