A _______________ Form of Government

Article. IV. Section. 4. 

The United States shall _________________ to every State in this Union a Republican Form of Government, and shall protect each of them against Invasion; and on Application of the Legislature, or of the Executive (when the Legislature cannot be convened) against domestic Violence. 
Legislative ________________
Article I, 

Section. 2. Clause 1: The House of Representatives shall be composed of Members chosen every second Year by the People of the several _____________, and the Electors in each State shall have the Qualifications requisite for Electors of the most numerous Branch of the State Legislature. …

Representatives and direct Taxes shall be apportioned among the several States which may be included within this Union, according to their respective Numbers, which shall be determined by adding to the whole Number of free Persons, including those bound to Service for a Term of Years, and excluding Indians not taxed, _________________ of all other Persons. (See Amendment 14)

Section. 3. Clause 1: The Senate of the United States shall be composed of __________ Senators from each State, chosen by the Legislature thereof, (See Amdt 17) for six Years; and each Senator shall have one Vote. 

Why Don’t We Have A National Voter Registration?

Article I, Section. 4. 

Clause 1: The Times, Places and Manner of holding Elections for Senators and Representatives, shall be prescribed in each ________________ by the Legislature ______________; but the Congress may at any time by Law make or alter such Regulations, except as to the Places of chusing Senators. 

The President (and the _______________ College)

Article. __________
Section. 1. 

Clause 1: The executive Power shall be vested in a President of the United States of America. He shall hold his Office during the Term of four Years, and, together with the Vice President, chosen for the same Term, be elected, as follows 

Clause 2: Each State shall appoint, in such Manner as the Legislature thereof may direct, a Number of _____________, equal to the whole ____________ of ______________ and ____________ to which the State may be entitled in the Congress: but no Senator or Representative, or Person holding an Office of Trust or Profit under the United States, shall be appointed an Elector. 

Clause 3: The Electors shall meet in their respective States, and vote by Ballot for two Persons, of whom one at least shall not be an Inhabitant of the same State with themselves. And they shall make a List of all the Persons voted for, and of the Number of Votes for each; which List they shall sign and certify, and transmit sealed to the Seat of the Government of the United States, directed to the President of the Senate. The President of the Senate shall, in the Presence of the Senate and House of Representatives, open all the Certificates, and the Votes shall then be counted. The Person having the greatest Number of Votes shall be the President, if such Number be a Majority of the whole Number of Electors appointed; and if there be more than one who have such Majority, and have an equal Number of Votes, then the House of Representatives shall immediately chuse by Ballot one of them for President; and if no Person have a Majority, then from the five highest on the List the said House shall in like Manner chuse the President. But in chusing the President, the Votes shall be taken by States, the Representation from each State having one Vote; A quorum for this Purpose shall consist of a Member or Members from two thirds of the States, and a Majority of all the States shall be necessary to a Choice. In every Case, after the Choice of the President, the Person having the greatest Number of Votes of the Electors shall be the Vice President. But if there should remain two or more who have equal Votes, the Senate shall chuse from them by Ballot the Vice President. (See Amendment 12) 

Amendments

Amendment XII

- Choosing the President_____________________. Ratified 6/15/1804. 

The Electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by ballot for President and Vice-President, one of whom, at least, shall not be an inhabitant of the same state with themselves; they shall name in their ballots the person voted for as President, and in distinct ballots the person voted for as Vice-President, and they shall make distinct lists of all persons voted for as President, and of all persons voted for as Vice-President and of the number of votes for each, which lists they shall sign and certify, and transmit sealed to the seat of the government of the United States, directed to the President of the Senate;

The President of the Senate shall, in the presence of the Senate and House of Representatives, open all the certificates and the votes shall then be counted;

The person having the _______________ Number of votes for President, shall be the President, if such number be a majority of the whole number of Electors appointed; and if no person have such _______________, then from the persons having the highest numbers not exceeding three on the list of those voted for as President, the _______________ shall choose immediately, by ballot, the President. But in choosing the President, the votes shall be taken by states, the representation from each state having one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall consist of a member or members from two-thirds of the states, and a majority of all the states shall be necessary to a choice. And if the House of Representatives shall not choose a President whenever the right of choice shall devolve upon them, before the fourth day of March next following, then the Vice-President shall act as President, as in the case of the death or other constitutional disability of the President.

The person having the greatest number of votes as Vice-President, shall be the Vice-President, if such number be a majority of the whole number of Electors appointed, and if no person have a majority, then from the two highest numbers on the list, the Senate shall choose the Vice-President; a quorum for the purpose shall consist of two- thirds of the whole number of Senators, and a majority of the whole number shall be necessary to a choice. But no person constitutionally ineligible to the office of President shall be eligible to that of Vice-President of the United States.

Amendments XIV and XV 

Amendments XIV - ___________________ rights. Ratified 7/9/1868. 

1. ______ persons born or naturalized in the United States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are __________________ of the United States and of the State wherein they reside. No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without __________________ of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the ____________________ of the laws.

2. Representatives shall be apportioned among the several States according to their respective numbers, counting the whole number of _____________ in each State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the right to vote at any election for the choice of electors for President and Vice-President of the United States, Representatives in Congress, the Executive and Judicial officers of a State, or the members of the Legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years of age, and citizens of the United States, or in any way abridged, except for participation in rebellion, or other crime, the basis of representation therein shall be reduced in the proportion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number of male citizens twenty-one years of age in such State.

Amendment XV - Race no bar to vote. Ratified 2/3/1870. 

1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of ____________, color, or previous condition of _______________.

2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Senators, Version 2.0:
 Amendment XVII 

- _______________ elected by _____________ vote. Ratified 4/8/1913. 

The Senate of the United States shall be composed of two Senators from each State, elected by the ___________________ thereof, for six years; and each Senator shall have one vote. The electors in each State shall have the qualifications requisite for electors of the most numerous branch of the State legislatures.

When vacancies happen in the representation of any State in the Senate, the executive authority of such State shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies: Provided, That the legislature of any State may empower the executive thereof to make temporary appointments until the people fill the vacancies by election as the legislature may direct.

This amendment shall not be so construed as to affect the election or term of any Senator chosen before it becomes valid as part of the Constitution.

Votes for _________________! Amendment XIX 

Women's suffrage. Ratified 8/18/_______________
The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of sex.

Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Amendment XXIII:
No Taxation Without Representation

- Presidential vote for ___________________. Ratified 3/29/1961. 

1. The District constituting the seat of Government of the United States shall appoint in such manner as the Congress may direct: A number of _____________ of President and Vice President equal to the whole number of Senators and Representatives in Congress to which the District would be entitled if it were a State, but in no event more than the least populous State; they shall be in addition to those appointed by the States, but they shall be considered, for the purposes of the election of President and Vice President, to be electors appointed by a State; and they shall meet in the District and perform such duties as provided by the twelfth article of amendment.

2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Amendment XXIV: 
No More Poll Taxes

- _________________ barred. Ratified 1/23/1964. 

1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote in any primary or other election for President or Vice President, for electors for President or Vice President, or for Senator or Representative in Congress, shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or any State by reason of failure to pay any poll tax or other tax.

2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Amendment XXVI: 
Votes for 18 Year Olds…

- Voting age set to 18 years. Ratified 7/1/1971. 

1. The right of citizens of the United States, who are ______________ years of age or older, to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of age.

2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
