Course Description:


During the second semester of this first-year college German course you will continue to learn the basics of how to pronounce, listen to, converse, spell, read, and write in grammatically correct German.  You will also learn cultural information about life in modern German-speaking countries. You will have ample experience building conversational skills in group and pair oral exercises, and one day a week will be dedicated to conversation.  Text: The text has been chosen for its emphasis on practical, functional language, pair and group communication activities, and successful reading strategies in learning a foreign language.  Spiritual emphasis: Most class sessions will begin with a brief German Bible passage.  We will also learn a few German hymns.   
HARDING UNIVERSITY POLICIES:

Writing Assignments:
We in the Foreign Language Department are aware of the existence of translation software and translation sites on the Internet.  The use of these programs and web sites is strictly prohibited for work in this course. While these programs serve a purpose, they will not help you learn to speak, read, or write the Spanish language as well as struggling with the language for yourself. Most of these programs are inadequate, and their product is often easy to identify by the inaccurate language that they produce. For any writing assignments, essays, compositions, etc. it is best to think and write using Spanish. Writing in English first and then translating, while seeming very natural, is a habit to be avoided.

Tutoring:  Although the Department does not keep a list of recommended tutors, tutoring in languages, supplemental instruction, and other study skills improvement opportunities are available free of charge to Harding students through Academic Resources Center: Thornton Education Center Room 334, Karen Horton, Director.  Phone: 501-279-4220, E-mail: ARC@harding.edu
Attendance:  You need to be present in class in order to perform well in this course, especially since oral practice in class is an absolutely essential part of language acquisition.  Excused absences will be granted only for: 1) a documented medical excuse from a doctor, or 2) an excuse from the office of Dr. Larry Long, Vice President for Academic Affairs (102 Admin) for official University functions (for example, chorus trips or away games for Harding athletes, etc.). Non-excused absences are penalized in that you receive a 0 for any quizzes due on that day (they cannot be made up) and the zeros will be averaged into your grade. For excused absences, quizzes may be made up and homework is due the day you return to class.  Also, excused absences past four detract from your grade (explained below on p. 2).


Notifying the Professor in case of emergency absence: In the event of a family or other type of critical emergency when you must leave or be off campus, contact me by phone or email as soon as you are able; we will make arrangements for  you to make up late work later. Regarding Quizzes and Exams (both called “tests” in this paragraph):

• You may make up a missed test only in the event of an excused absence.

• In the case of participation in a university-sponsored event [official absence notification required] arrangements should be made to take tests early or on the first class day after you return from the trip.  Example: If the exam was on Friday and you were on a trip, and if you return from the trip on Sunday night and class meets on Monday, you must make up the test before 5:00 pm on Monday.

• If you are excused because of illness, an accident resulting in bodily injury, or a death in the immediate family, you will have one “recovery” class day and then take the test before or on the next class day.  Example: If you are sick on a Monday, and the class meets daily, you will have until Tuesday to bring a written excuse and get up to speed and then must make up the test before 5:00 pm on Wednesday.

• Once a test begins, you will NOT be allowed to leave the room. Take care of personal necessities BEFORE the test begins. 

• All cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off and stored out of sight during a test.

• Your test should be considered finished upon leaving the room or communicating with persons outside the room. 

ATTENDANCE and your GRADE.  You get 4 “skip” days per semester that do not affect your grade.  For each unexcused absence after those 4, I will deduct 2% from your final grade. So if you had a 94 at semester end, and had 3 unexcused absences (that is past your 4 skips), that would deduct 6 points from your grade (2 * 3 = 6) and you would receive an 88 (B). On accumulating 8 unexcused absences, a letter will be sent to you, with copies to the Department Head and the Vice President for Academic Affairs, Dr. Larry Long.  Further absences may result in a failing grade. 

Incompletes and failure:


This department almost never gives incompletes, so don't even plan on it.   Also, be aware that if you fail this course (F), you MUST take it over to clear the F; you will also be in academic suspension.

Explanation of Grading:
1. Written homework, 10% (mid-term 20%).  Homework is all written work, either sentences, paragraphs, or essays, based on what you are learning in the text. Homework due dates and a description of contents are in the Course Calendar following.   Homework is due on THE DAY STATED, not on the following day as in some syllabi. Assignments are noted as "Homework.." on the Course Schedule. 

2. Quizzes, 20% (mid-term 30%).  On most days, there will be short (5-7 min.) quizzes based on the previous day’s class experience: lecture, text, homework, conversation, anything.   Vocabulary will not be given any hints: I list the English, you need to know the German.
3. Audio tape lab/workbook, 5% (midterm 10%).  About twice a week we will listen to audio recordings and I will bring to you copies of the audio lab workbook.  Turn what we have completed (only what we have done in class) on chapter exam days.
4. 8 Chapter exams, 25% (mid-term 40%).  We will have chapter exams over Chs. 8-14 in spring semester.  They will fall on various days depending on when we complete chapters:  see Course Calendar below for dates--chapter exams are listed in bold.  Since there are several chapter exams, there will be no separate mid-term exam.  In our department, all exams are CUMULATIVE, meaning you will be tested on material back to the beginning of 101. We aim at RETENTION of material learned.  Be sure to study GRAMMAR RULES and VOCABULARY especially, also CULTURAL INFORMATION presented.  Exams also cover conversational material we have practiced in class.

5. Oral skills evaluation, 20%.  At the end of the semester, you will set up a time with the professor outside of class to undergo a 15 minute oral skills evaluation. Although based on the ACTFL (American Congress of the Teachers of Foreign Language) guidelines, the interview is not an “official” one since we only offer two years of German and no one is ACTFL rated in German. So the interview will be an informal, focussing on your “global” skills in German.  More about that in class and in our weekly “COPL or conversation day”.  Also see below in the “ACTFL Speaking Proficiency Guidelines” section.

6. Final exam, 20%.  The final exam will cover everything in the term but focuses mainly (about 2/3) on chapters 11-14.
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*****  THE ACTFL SPEAKING PROFICIENCY STANDARDS *****

Foreign language proficiency is evaluated in U.S. institutions of higher education, secondary schools, and even in the foreign service and military, by standards which have been developed by ACTFL™  (The American Congress of the Teachers of Foreign Language).  There are four major areas into which 2nd language speakers fall, most of them having three subdivisions:

· SUPERIOR (one range; I understand ACTFL is coming up with 2 sublevels)

· ADVANCED (high, mid, low)

· INTERMEDIATE (high, mid, low)

· NOVICE (high, mid, low)

I will reproduce below the ACTFL descriptions from Intermediate Mid down to Novice High. On entering a 102 course, you should be at the Intermediate Low level. By the end of the course, you should be at the Intermediate Mid level.  At that level, 30% of your speech features should be in the Intermediate HIGH range, so I suggest that you carefully read the descriptions below.   

(From ACTFL PROFICIENCY GUIDELINES  “C”  - SPEAKING, Revised 1999)
INTERMEDIATE HIGH

Intermediate-High speakers are able to converse with ease and confidence when dealing with most routine tasks and social situations of the Intermediate level. They are able to handle successfully many uncomplicated tasks and social situations requiring an exchange of basic information related to work, school, recreation, particular interests and areas of competence, though hesitation and errors may be evident.

Intermediate-High speakers handle the tasks pertaining to the Advanced level, but they are unable to sustain performance at that level over a variety of topics. With some consistency, speakers at the Intermediate High level narrate and describe in major time frames using connected discourse of paragraph length. However, their performance of these Advanced-level tasks will exhibit one or more features of breakdown, such as the failure to maintain the narration or description semantically or syntactically in the appropriate major time frame, the disintegration of connected discourse, the misuse of cohesive devises, a reduction in breadth and appropriateness of vocabulary, the failure to successfully circumlocute, or a significant amount of hesitation.

Intermediate-High speakers can generally be understood by native speakers unaccustomed to dealing with non-natives, although the dominant language is still evident (e.g. use of code-switching, false cognates, literal translations, etc.), and gaps in communication may occur.

( ** INTERMEDIATE MID *** Target for Ger102.
Speakers at the Intermediate-Mid level are able to handle successfully a variety of uncomplicated communicative tasks in straightforward social situations. Conversation is generally limited to those predictable and concrete exchanges necessary for survival in the target culture; these include personal information covering self, family, home, daily activities, interests and personal preferences, as well as physical and social needs, such as food, shopping, travel and lodging. Intermediate-Mid speakers tend to function reactively, for example, by responding to direct questions or requests for information. However, they are capable of asking a variety of questions when necessary to obtain simple information to satisfy basic needs, such as directions, prices and services. When called on to perform functions or handle topics at the Advanced level, they provide some information but have difficulty linking ideas, manipulating time and aspect, and using communicative strategies, such as circumlocution. Intermediate-Mid speakers are able to express personal meaning by creating with the language, in part by combining and recombining known elements and conversational input to make utterances of sentence length and some strings of sentences. Their speech may contain pauses, reformulations and self-corrections as they search for adequate vocabulary and appropriate language forms to express themselves. Because of inaccuracies in their vocabulary and/or pronunciation and/or grammar and/or syntax, misunderstandings can occur, but Intermediate-Mid speakers are generally understood by sympathetic interlocutors accustomed to dealing with non-natives. 

INTERMEDIATE LOW

Speakers at the Intermediate-Low level are able to handle successfully a limited number of uncomplicated communicative tasks by creating with the language in straightforward social situations. Conversation is restricted to some of the concrete exchanges and predictable topics necessary for survival in the target language culture. These topics relate to basic personal information covering, for example, self and family, some daily activities and personal preferences, as well as to some immediate needs, such as ordering food and making simple purchases. At the Intermediate-Low level, speakers are primarily reactive and struggle to answer direct questions or requests for information, but they are also able to ask a few appropriate questions. Intermediate-Low speakers express personal meaning by combining and recombining into short statements what they know and what they hear from their interlocutors. Their utterances are often filled with hesitancy and inaccuracies as they search for appropriate linguistic forms and vocabulary while attempting to give form to the message. Their speech is characterized by frequent pauses, ineffective reformulations and self-corrections. Their pronunciation, vocabulary and syntax are strongly influenced by their first language but, in spite of frequent misunderstandings that require repetition or rephrasing, Intermediate-Low speakers can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors, particularly by those accustomed to dealing with non-natives.

NOVICE HIGH

Speakers at the Novice-High level are able to handle a variety of tasks pertaining to the Intermediate level, but are unable to sustain performance at that level. They are able to manage successfully a number of uncomplicated communicative tasks in straightforward social situations. Conversation is restricted to a few of the predictable topics necessary for survival in the target language culture, such as basic personal information, basic objects and a limited number of activities, preferences and immediate needs. Novice-High speakers respond to simple, direct questions or requests for information; they are able to ask only a very few formulaic questions when asked to do so. Novice-High speakers are able to express personal meaning by relying heavily on learned phrases or recombinations of these and what they hear from their interlocutor. Their utterances, which consist mostly of short and sometimes incomplete sentences in the present, may be hesitant or inaccurate. On the other hand, since these utterances are frequently only expansions of learned material and stock phrases, they may sometimes appear surprisingly fluent and accurate. These speakers’ first language may strongly influence their pronunciation, as well as their vocabulary and syntax when they attempt to personalize their utterances. Frequent misunderstandings may arise but, with repetition or rephrasing, Novice-High speakers can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors used to non-natives. When called on to handle simply a variety of topics and perform functions pertaining to the Intermediate level, a Novice-High speaker can sometimes respond in intelligible sentences, but will not be able to sustain sentence level discourse.
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COPL (Conversational Opportunities Practice Log).  As with any skill, learning to speak a foreign language requires practice, more than we have time for in the classroom. A swimmer does not learn to swim by reading a manual; they must get in the pool and work at improving. We encourage you to practice speaking often, seeking out opportunities to improve your abilities. Each class has a minimum number of "COPL" points required to enrich your classroom experience. 

· COPL minimums correlated to class levels: 
·    ( 100 level - 10 pts per semester (  (roughly 1 hour per point)

Since with regard to our Italian and German courses there is a very limited number of native speakers in the community with whom to converse, we are allowed to earn the COPL points IN CLASS.  13 days have been scheduled for COPL activities this semester, which are all oral practices and conversational practices going along with what we are currently learning. EVERYONE MUST earn 10 COPL points in the semester or her/his grade will be reduced by 1 letter grade.
