Course Description:  Accelerated Elementary Spanish I (Span103) is the first in a two-course series  (Span104 continues in Spring 2011) designed for students who have some background in Spanish from high school (at least 1 year, preferably 2), but who do not feel prepared for the Intermediate course (Span201).  If you have had no previous Spanish, you need to take the 4-hour, 5-day a week Span101 course. Span103 this fall will cover chapters 1-7 of our text.  Span104 in the Spring if 2011 is the second semester of this course and will cover the remainder of the text (chapters 8-12).  Span104 is a prerequisite for Span201 (Intermediate Spanish) in the fall of 2011 if you plan to continue.

Accelerated Elementary Spanish will address the three modes of communication, which emphasize the context and purpose of communication: Interpersonal, Interpretive, and Presentational. You will learn to speak, write, read, and understand Spanish at the elementary level.  You will learn the sounds and structures of the Spanish language, build your vocabulary, learn to converse in meaningful conversations, and learn something of the geography and various cultures of the Spanish-speaking world. You will have vocabulary or other quizzes as listed on the attached Course Calendar. Homework will be done at the on-line “My Spanish Lab” website.  Exercises you do there will be computer graded, and your scores will be reported to me electronically.  Homework is based on material already presented and is due within 2 class days by midnight, after which it will be unaccessible. For example, for material presented on a Monday in class, there will be a web-based homework due before midnight on Wednesday. If the work is not completed on time, you will get a zero on the missing homework. Homework becomes late at midnight, so I suggest you do it in the early evening. On first setting up MySpanishLab be sure to set the time zone to Central, otherwise you may be late at 11:00 pm instead of midnight.

Our department is emphasizing currently the SPOKEN language, so we will focus on your Spanish oral skills.  In class you will be called on several times, so you are expected to have already read the text pages assigned for that day and to have done your homework. There will be much professor-student interchange in Spanish and student-student oral practice in class.  We will also do oral proficiency practice and testing based on the vocabulary and grammar we are learning in the course. Oral proficiency testing will take place outside of class near the end of the semester.
 Attendance:  You need to be present in class in order to perform well in this course, especially since oral practice in class is an absolutely essential part of language acquisition.  Excused absences will be granted only for: 1) a documented medical excuse from a doctor, or 2) an excuse from the office of Dr. Larry Long, Vice President for Academic Affairs (102 Admin) for official University functions (for example, chorus trips or away games for Harding athletes, etc.). Non-excused absences are penalized in that you receive a 0 for any quizzes due on that day (they cannot be made up) and the zeros will be averaged into your grade. For excused absences, quizzes may be made: SEE ME IN CLASS to arrange for the make-up.  Excused absences past three detract from your grade (explained below on pp. 3-4).


Notifying the Professor in case of emergency absence: In the event of a family or other type of critical emergency when you must leave or be off campus, contact me by phone or email (see page 1) as soon as you are able; we will make arrangements for you to make up late work later. IF I AM NOT IN MY OFFICE WHEN YOU CALL, LEAVE ME A VOICE MAIL AFTER 4TH RING (279-4087).  

Regarding Quizzes and Exams (both called “tests” in this paragraph):

• You may make up a missed test only in the event of an excused absence.

• In the case of participation in a university-sponsored event [official absence notification required] arrangements should be made to take tests early or on the first class day after you return from the trip.  Example: If you return from a trip on Sunday night and class meets on Monday, you must make up the test before 5:00 pm on Monday.

• If you are excused because of illness, an accident resulting in bodily injury, or a death in the immediate family, you will have one “recovery” class day and then take the test before or on the next class day.  Example: If you are sick on a Monday, class meets MWF, you will have Wednesday to bring a written excuse and get up to speed and then must make up the test before 5:00 pm on Friday.

• Once a test begins, you will NOT be allowed to leave the room. Take care of personal necessities BEFORE the test begins. 

• All cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off and stored out of sight during a test.

• Your test should be considered finished upon leaving the room or communicating with persons outside the room.

Incompletes and failure:


This department almost never gives incompletes, so don't even plan on it.   Also, be aware that if you fail this course (F), you MUST take it over to clear the F; you will also be in academic suspension. 



Due to frequent homework and quizzes and the thorough nature of the chapter exams, there will be no midterm exam as such. However, all exams past the first one will include cumulative elements back to the beginning of the course.  Midterm grades will be based on all the assignments and tests up to that point in the semester (end of week 8).
OTHER ITEMS AFFECTING YOUR GRADE NEGATIVELY:


ATTENDANCE.  You get 3 “skip” days that do not affect your grade.  For each unexcused absence after those 3, I will deduct 2% from your final grade. So if you had a 93 at semester end, and had 3 unexcused absences, that would deduct 6 points from your grade (2 * 3 = 6) and you would receive an 87 (B).    

	COPL (Conversational Opportunities Practice Log).  As with any skill, learning to speak a foreign language requires practice, more than we have time for in the classroom. A swimmer does not learn to swim by reading a manual; they must get in the pool and work at improving. We encourage you to practice speaking often, seeking out opportunities to improve your abilities. Each class has a minimum number of "COPL" points required to enrich your classroom experience.

We will be using Moodle to manage the COPL program. You are REQUIRED to enroll by the end of the 1st week of classes.  Instructions on enrolling:

·  Enter your Pipeline username and password when prompted.

· The enrollment key is copl (all lower case).

· Read the COPL information on the main page.

· CHECK THIS WEB PAGE DAILY since Sylvie will post any new events. You will probably get an email with each new posting to let you know about it.  All rules and details about events are on this page. Bookmark it in your browser.
· To verify that you have successfully enrolled and have read and understood this information, you MUST take the MOODLE quiz (look for it on the webpage.)  I’ll remind you of deadline in class.
· Moodle™ will keep track of your accumulated COPL points, so there is no need to turn in any documentation.
· COPL Points MUST BE ALL COMPLETED by April 25, the Sunday before deadweek.

HOW COPL POINTS AFFECT YOUR GRADE: If you do NOT complete the 10 required points, you CAN NOT RECEIVE AN A OR B IN THIS COURSE, BUT YOUR MAXIMUM GRADE WILL BE 79% (i.e., a “C”).    


Explanation of Grading:


1. Oral Proficiency – 20%.  Near the end of the semester,  you will sign up for an oral proficiency assessment. They will take about 10-15 minutes.  The purpose of these interviews is to assess your level of oral proficiency without regard to specific vocabulary structures you have studied, but will assess your overall “global” Spanish skills.  To give you an idea: the questions asked may involve questions about you, others,  objects, what you do or like to do, typical or daily actions or routines, the world around you in many categories, possibly describing a picture, or talking on a topic briefly.
2. “MySpanishLab” Homework –10% (20% at midterm).  The workbook is done on-line. If you purchased the main text in the HUB, you paid for the lab and you will find an access code to the MySpanishLab website. If you purchased your text online, you will have to pay for the workbook online.  Try to have that ready to go by Thursday of week 1 so you can begin doing homework.  Some of the exercises and quizzes are done online and your scores are reported to me. You may also view your text electronically, which is handy if you are at a computer outside your room and don’t have your text with you. Also, the complete workbook, the  audio and video segments as well as extra practices, are all available on the website.

STEP 1: Before You Register

STEP 2: Register for Your Course 

1. Go to the web page at www.myspanishlab.com and click on "Browser Tuneup" to check for compatibility issues. You do not need “Horizon Wimba” at this time, but you do need the other programs.
2. Click on “Student Registration Tutorial” to view a step-by-step tutorial on how to register. Under “Register or Buy Access,” click on “Students” and follow the registration instructions. 

STEP 3: Login to Your Course 

    After registering, you can log in to MySpanishLab from the www.myspanishlab.com website by clicking on “Log in (” under the “Returning users” section. You will then be prompted to enter the username and password you created during the registration process. 

STEP 4: Set Your Time Zone 

Click on “My Profile” after signing in to your course. Select your “Time zone” (Central Time USA, GMT -06.00)  from the menu. If you fail to do this, homework late by midnight will be late by 11:00 ;m (default is Eastern time).

Using the MySpanishLab website:

· Look at “Today’s View” for announcements and assignments. Assignments will appear on the calendar on every M, W, and F. The assignments for a given topic occur on the class day AFTER the topic was covered in class.

· If you have problem accessing the site or downloading files, especially audio or video files within the site, try accessing it from a computer in a campus computer lab or the library. 

· As a rule of thumb, students should spend 5-7 hours per week studying or practicing Spanish outside of class time.  MySpanishLab has many review and practice exercises which are not assigned.
· Do not hesitate to contact me for extra help, suggestions of other resources, or clarification of assignments.

· If your computer gives you problems with audio/video presentation so that you cannot complete an assignment, send me an email listing the exercise number (such as 01-40, which would be chapter 1 exercise 40), and I’ll take care of it after consulting with you.



3. PRUEBAS (QUIZZES) -20% (35% at midterm).  Quizzes serve as spot checks to verify that you are studying and learning the material on a regular basis, which includes everything: grammar, vocabulary, culture, phonetics, etc.  Quiz dates and topics are listed on the Course Calendar below.  For vocabulary lists, memorize the Spanish words given the English, including gender for nouns. For any unexcused absences, you receive a “0” for the quiz with no makeup possible. If you miss class with an excused absence, you must make the up the quiz the day you return (see me since it has to be outside of class since you cannot miss instruction).  

4. MAJOR EXAMS – 30%  (45% at midterm).  In this course you will have five major exams as listed on the Course Calendar. All exams after the first one will be cumulative back to the beginning of the semester.  

· Exam 1 (week 3) – Chapter 1 

· Exam 2 (week 4) – Chapter 2 and cumulative to beginning

· Exam 3 (week 6) – Chapter 3 and cumulative to beginning 

· Exam 4 (week 8) – Chapter 4 and cumulative to beginning
· Exam 5 (week 11) –  Chapter 5 and cumulative to beginning

· Exam 6 [week 13) ​–  Chapter 6 and cumulative to beginning

(Ch. 7 is covered on the final)

On all exams, you will be tested on vocabulary by writing from MEMORY the Spanish word or phrase on seeing the English equivalent. You will be tested on everything such as grammar, vocabulary, phonetics, and cultural information from the text.  Studying model sentences throughout is a good preparation. Also pay close attention and LEARN all the grammar rules and everything in the structural charts.

5. FINAL EXAM – 20%

The final exam covers EVERYTHING we have studyied and will have a format similar to that of the chapter exams, but the last 20% or so will cover chapter 7.  

ACTFL™ oral proficiency guidelines


To maintain our department’s requirements to maintain accreditation, all our students need to be trained in oral skills development and assessed at least once a semester.  This section is intended to give you some basic information about the ACTFL™ levels and where the department wants you to be.  The primary objective of this course is to support students in their language learning so that they work their way through the three Novice sublevels and reach the sublevel of Intermediate Low by midterm and Intermediate Low plus (half way up to Intermediate mid) by the end of the course.  


I list below the descriptions of speaking in the NOVICE HIGH through INTERMEDIATE MID areas, taken from the 1999 ACTFL™ Proficiency Guidelines:

ACTFL™  Proficiency Guidelines—Speaking: NOVICE HIGH

“Speakers at the Novice-High level are able to handle a variety of tasks pertaining to the Intermediate level, but are unable to sustain performance at that level. They are able to manage successfully a number of uncomplicated communicative tasks in straightforward social situations. Conversation is restricted to a few of the predictable topics necessary for survival in the target language culture, suchas basic personal information, basic objects and a limited number of activities, preferences and immediate needs. Novice-High speakers respond to simple, direct questions or requests for information; they are able to ask only a very few formulaic questions when asked to do so. Novice-High speakers are able to express personal meaning by relying heavily on learned phrases or recombinations of these and what they hear from their interlocutor. Their utterances, which consist mostly of short and sometimes incomplete sentences in the present, may be hesitant or inaccurate. On the other hand, since these utterances are frequently only expansions of learned material and stock phrases, they may sometimes appear surprisingly fluent and accurate. These speakers’ first language may strongly influence their pronunciation, as well as their vocabulary and syntax when they attempt to personalize their utterances. Frequent misunderstandings may arise but, with repetition or rephrasing, Novice-High speakers can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors used to non-natives. When called on to handle simply a variety of topics and perform functions pertaining to the Intermediate level, a Novice-High speaker can sometimes respond in intelligible sentences, but will not be able to sustain sentence level discourse.”

ACTFL™  Proficiency Guidelines—Speaking: INTERMEDIATE LOW


“Speakers at the Intermediate-Low level are able to handle successfully a limited number of uncomplicated communicative tasks by creating with the language in straightforward social situations.  Conversation is restricted to some of the concrete exchanges and predictable topics necessary for survival in the target language culture.  These topics relate to basic personal information covering, for example, self and family, some daily activities and personal preferences, as well as to some immediate needs, such as ordering food and making simple purchases.  At the Intermediate-Low level, speakers are primarily reactive and struggle to answer direct questions or requests for information, but they are also able to ask a few appropriate questions. 


Intermediate-Low speakers express personal meaning by combining and recombining into short statements what they know and what they hear from their interlocutors.  Their utterances are often filled with hesitancy and inaccuracies as they search for appropriate linguistic forms and vocabulary while attempting to give form to the message. Their speech is characterized by frequent pauses, ineffective reformulations and self-corrections.  Their pronunciation, vocabulary and syntax are strongly influenced by their first language but, in spite of frequent misunderstandings that require repetition or rephrasing, Intermediate-Low speakers can generally be understood by sympathetic interlocutors, particularly by those accustomed to dealing with non-natives.” 

INTERMEDIATE MID

“Speakers at the Intermediate-Mid level are able to handle successfully a variety of uncomplicated communicative tasks in straightforward social  situations. Conversation is generally limited to those predictable and concrete exchanges necessary for survival in the target culture; these include personal information covering self, family, home, daily activities, interests and personal preferences, as well as physical and social needs, such as food, shopping, travel and lodging.”
“Intermediate-Mid speakers tend to function reactively, for example, by responding to direct questions or requests for information. However, they are capable of asking a variety of questions when necessary to obtain simple information to satisfy basic needs, such as directions, prices and services. When called on to perform functions or handle topics at the Advanced level, they provide some information but have difficulty linking ideas, manipulating time and aspect, and using communicative strategies, such as circumlocution.” 

“Intermediate-Mid speakers are able to express personal meaning by creating with the language, in part by combining and recombining known elements and conversational input to make utterances of sentence length and some strings of sentences. Their speech may contain pauses, reformulations and self-corrections as they search for adequate vocabulary and appropriate language forms to express themselves. Because of inaccuracies in their vocabulary and/or pronunciation and/or grammar and/or syntax, misunderstandings can occur, but Intermediate-Mid speakers are generally understood by sympathetic interlocutors accustomed to dealing with non-natives.”

COURSE CALENDAR FOR SPANISH 103, Fall 2010, Dr. Goss, Harding University

Study procedure: 

1. Homework (Tarea): We will preview vocabulary and grammar points with an explanation before we have homework assignments on them. 


For the day specified on the course calendar: Read the Textbook sections before class on the day assigned on the calendar.  Study everything (vocabulary, grammar rules, and readings) carefully.  Especially focus on any MODEL SENTENCES; they illustrate the correct forms and structures of Spanish.


Consult the calendar on MySpanishLab (www.myspanishlab.com) for the homework assignments associated with your textbook. Also, do any additional exercises in the textbook or handouts that may occasionally be assigned in class as the semester progresses. 


• Be aware that you are to prepare the material stated on the calendar FOR a particular date BEFORE you come to class on that day.  
2. MySpanishLab Online Workbook: After a topic is covered in class you will have homework activities to practice using it to be due about three days later. Look at the “Today’s View” page, days with assignments will appear with a blue alarm clock on the calendar. (Note: The alarm clock turns red when assignments are past due.) Click on the day on the calendar to see a list of the activities that are assigned to be done by midnight on that day.


3. Test Preparation: Before a chapter test, review the Vocabulary (“How we say it”), Grammar (“How we say it” and “How we do it”), and Culture sections of the lesson. Practice the vocabulary words by writing the English meaning first then writing down the Spanish term beside it, looking at the list at the end of the chapter for these translations. Check your spelling and write only the ones you missed again. After repeating this several  times, write the whole list again. Some students like to prepare flash-cards to study vocabulary. MySpanishLab also has review sections (¿Cuánto sabes tú?) and Practice Tests that you may do, whether or not they are assigned on the calendar.

NOTE: Functional/transactional language topics for training in oral proficiency are bolded in this course calendar. Spanish topics/titles in text are in italics.
