     Dr Catherine Willmore has 

contributed to technologies 

emergent in the area of poly-

graph, or lie detection testing.  

In 2002, Dr. Willmore devel-

oped software that interfaces 

the Lafayette Instrument Cor-

poration (LIC) polygraph 

instrument to a drug library.  

LIC is presently the world's 

leading manufacturer of poly-

graph instrumentation ðand 

Dr. Willmoreôs software to 

adjust measured endpoints 

helped bolster this market 

lead.  Three distinct devices 

on the LIC polygraph monitor 

cardiac physiology 

(cardiograph), the rate and 

depth of respiration 

(pneumograph), and galvanic 

skin response (GSR) while an 

individual is being interro-

gated.  A certified polygraph 

examiner analyzes instru-

mental charts to render an 

opinion on whether or not 

deception is occurring.  The 

polygraph examiner inter-

prets cardiograph, pneu-

mograph, and GSR charts by 

reconciling the heart rate, 

breathing, and skin activity 

data with the software cor-

recting for potentially con-

founding drug effects.  

 

     To remain abreast of new 

trends in polygraph science, 

Dr Willmore and Cobbina 

(Coby) Benson-Adjei, a first 

professional year student 

pharmacist at Harding who 

has been assisting Dr. Will-

more with her research, at-

tended an annual symposium 

at the Backster School of Lie 

Detection (BSLD).  BSLD is 

reputed to be one of the 

worldôs best polygraph 

schools.  The schoolôs foun-

der, Cleve Backster, devel-

oped a universally-accepted 

procedure for deciding decep-

tion through objective poly-

graph chart analysis.  During 

the BSLD conference, Mr. 

Benson addressed attendees 

on cardiograph and pneu-

mograph test algorithms, 

while Dr. Willmore spoke on 

galvanic skin response.  The 

photo below shows a small 

group of workshop speakers, 

including the current presi-

dent of the American Poly-

graph Association (APA).  The 

2009 BSLD symposium was 

held December 7th ï Decem-

ber 11th, 2009, in San Diego, 

California and featured sev-

eral other distinguished poly-

graph professionals.  

     Attendance and presenta-

tions at national professional 

meetings are just one way 

student pharmacists at Hard-

ing are able to integrate the 

knowledge they are gaining in 

the classroom.
